CAMW! UPDATES




Carrie starts the CAMW! updates by discussing the layoffs and closures within the Big 3 

Manufacturing agencies that are on the horizon. Specifically, Carrie talks about how CAMW! could 

be impacted by seeing an uptick in traffic coming through our service center, and thus requiring 

all staff to return in person full time until the end of the strike. 
Carrie then briefly touches on the potential government shut down that could take place this upcoming 

Saturday at midnight. Because CAMW! has planned for situations such as this, Carrie does not expect 

our program services to be affected 

LEAP has entered into an agreement with Ultium that will see funds in the amount of $180,000 dollars to work with CAMW!, specifically regarding outreach, recruitment, and having a designated CAMW! employee, John Adams, working directly with Ultium as a staffer. Because of this, CAMW! has also posted a position to hire another Business Services Officer.

Carrie shared that from an administrative standpoint, these events are expensive and that we want to ensure this event is of value to both employers and students. Amirika asks the council for any and all feedback regarding next years event.

T3 YEAR END REVIEW
Regarding the T3 year end review, Amirika notes that she wants to hear more feedback from one on one meeets with council members for sharing thoughts, giving feedback, and gaining constructive criticism.  
Carrie interjects to add that she had recently attended the Michigan College Access Network (MCAN) workforce education summit at LCC where they discussed similar topics surrounding education and employers. Specifically, Carrie mentioned the conversations also surrounded barriers and what is stopping students from completing their education. 

Lastly, Carrie discusses being asked to join Governor Whitmer’s Pre-K For All Action Team. She mentions having discussed finding talent in the early childhood education field with a projected need of 3,000 teachers.
