ITEM #11
CAITC UPDATE



Tekea Norwood starts the CAITC update by reporting that Debb Fett has resigned as Chair of the 

CAITC and that Lisa Cauley is now the acting Chair. Regarding membership, Tekea states that Spartan Innovations, MSU, and Eaton RESA have expressed interest while Liquid Web has joined the council. Lastly, Carrie Rosingana adds that the CAITC is discussing their budget as it’s seen a decrease from past years, so the CAITC board will be strategizing as to what comes next. 


ITEM #12 
HOT JOBS/RAPID RESPONSE & JOBS FILLED/JOBS POSTED 
Tekea moves on to discuss the Hot Jobs report briefly showcasing openings in the area. Tekea then discusses the Jobs Filled report stating there were 99 jobs filled for the month of March throughout multiple business sectors with the help of the Capital Area Michigan Works! Business Services Team. 

ITEM #13
COMMUNICATIONS UPDATE
Kate Snyder begins the communications update by letting Carrie take the lead in her CEO Report regarding the USDOL notice of proposed rulemaking for the Wagner-Peyser program as a bulk of the communications update surrounds this same subject.

ITEM #14
CEO REPORT
Carrie continues where Kate left off by sharing an update on the USDOL notice of proposed rulemaking that  would impact staffing requirements for Wagner-Peyser Employment Services and require that State staff implement the program services. Michigan has historically been designated as a demonstration grant state since 1999, which allows for flexibility in staffing implementation locally. If this rule was finalized, at least 20% of Wagner-Peyser staffing could be impacted. 

Carrie states they have been in contact with key lawmakers in the state of Michigan as well as requesting support from Governor Whitmer to keep Michigan in the same staffing model we currently have under the Wagner-Peyser program. Carrie then mentions having met with Mayor Schor who stated he would be reaching out to his contacts at the White House to spearhead more support for CAMW! and the Michigan Works! current model for delivering services. 

With under 30 days left to submit comments to the USDOL, Kate takes over to discuss the strategies we will be implementing to gain as much support as possible before the deadline. At the statewide level, Kate says the focus is getting all 16 Michigan Works! agencies on the same action steps. Kate encourages all CAMW! staff and Board Members to submit public comments before the deadline as well. 
Carrie resumes her report and switches to some local updates regarding the job fair held by the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS) which had over 30 employers on site. Carrie then adds there is another job fair coming up held by the Lansing Branch of the NAACP for their Juneteenth celebration on June 18th which is expanding from just employers to also include community resource partners. 

Lastly, Carrie congratulates former CAMW! Business Services Officer, Erin McKenzie on becoming the new Special Projects Liaison and shares that her previous Business Services Officer position has been posted as well.
